With magnificent mountain backdrops and stunning water features; this exquisite setting presents an exciting and interesting challenge to golfers of all 
standards. De Zalze Golf Course offers a fine mix of parkland holes, its main defences being the water features on several of the holes. The oak-lined 
Blaauwklippen River winds its way through the golf estate and comes into play at various intervals.
